Christian Code of Conduct
A Christian code of conduct is a moral framework from the Bible focusing on Loving God & others, summarized by Jesus' commands, guiding believers to live holy, honest, & selfless lives through actions like honoring parents, avoiding harm (murder, theft, adultery), showing compassion, speaking truth, & reflecting Christ's character in daily life, all rooted in God's Word & Spirit. To Love & serve others (Colossians 3:12-15, John 13:34-35, Romans 12:6-8) To live a life consistent with the scriptures & refrain from following the desires of our sinful nature. (Galatians 5:19-21, 1 Corinthians 6:12-20, Colossians 3:5-9) The top priorities in a Christian life center on a Loving relationship with God (Prayer, Scripture), followed by nurturing key relationships (Family, Church/Community, Neighbor), & living out faith through character & service (Integrity, Ministry/Work) 
To maintain the highest ethical standards in ministry & personal life. As you walk through the Creation Museum, you'll become acquainted with our 7 C's of History. 
This is a simple & memorable way to show the big events that have affected (& will affect) the earth & universe: Creation, Corruption, Catastrophe, Confusion, Christ, Cross, & Consummation. 
This paper presented the four Cs of Christian/biblical leadership in a hierarchy of first: Calling, second: Competence, third: Confidence, & fourth: Character. 
Core Principles
· Love God & Others: 
The greatest commandments are to Love God & Love your neighbor as yourself (Matthew 22:37-39). 
· God's Word as Guide: 
Living according to Scripture (hearing & doing God's words) is central (James 1:22-25). 
· The Golden Rule: 
Treat others as you want to be treated (Matthew 7:12). 
· The Ten Commandments: 
Foundational laws (no other gods, no idols, honor Lord's name, Sabbath, honor parents, no murder, adultery, stealing, coveting, false witness). 
· Jesus & the Ten Commandments
As important as the Ten Commandments were in the Old Testament, we can’t fully appreciate their meaning without understanding them in relation to Jesus.
As the Catechism tells us, “Beginning with the Old Testament, the sacred books refer to the ‘ten words,’ but it is in the New Covenant in Jesus Christ that their full meaning will be revealed.”
Being a follower of Jesus means following, not forgetting, the commandments.
“The Law has not been abolished (Mt 5:17),” the Catechism teaches us, “but rather, man is invited to rediscover it in the person of his Master who is its perfect fulfillment.”
The first three Commandments refer to Love of God: the next seven, Love of neighbor. When Jesus is challenged by the Pharisees in Matthew 22, he summarizes the Ten Commandments into two concise directives.
“You shall Love the Lord your God with all your heart, & with all your soul, & with all your mind. This is the great & first commandment. And a second is like it, You shall Love your neighbor as yourself. These two commandments depend on all the law & the prophets.”
These two instructions, sometimes called the Greatest Commandments, complement each other & beckon us to allow our Love for God to move us to do His will & be His hands & feet here on earth.
The Ten Commandments: Listed in Order
1. I am the Lord thy God. Thou shall not have strange gods before Me.
2. Thou shall not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain.
3. Remember to keep holy the Lord's day.
4. Honor thy father & mother.
5. Thou shall not kill.
6. Thou shall not commit adultery.
7. Thou shall not steal.
8. Thou shall not bear false witness against thy neighbor.
9. Thou shall not covet thy neighbor's wife.
10. Thou shall not covet thy neighbor's goods.
Key Behaviors & Attitudes
· Integrity & Honesty: 
Be truthful, open, & avoid impropriety, operating with high ethical standards. 
· Compassion & Service: 
Treat everyone with kindness, respect, & a willingness to serve, reflecting Christ's Love. 
· Purity & Self-Control: 
Avoid sexual immorality, substance abuse (alcohol, drugs, tobacco), vulgar language, & gossip. 
· Humility & Respect: 
Show respect for all people & authority, avoiding ridicule or arrogance (Philippians 2:3-5). 
· Positive Outlook: 
Be joyful, prayerful, & thankful (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18). 
Practical Application (Examples)
· Speech: Build others up, avoid slander, be truthful & kind (Ephesians 4:29). 
· Relationships: Exhibit purity, honor, & discretion in personal interactions. 
· Stewardship: Wisely manage time, resources, & property. 
· Spiritual Disciplines: Pray, read Scripture, worship, & assemble with other believers. 
Five Priorities:
1. God (Loving & Knowing Him): 
This is foundational, focusing on a deep, personal relationship through prayer, Bible study, worship, & obeying His Word (Matthew 22:37). 
2. Family: 
Honoring marriage, raising children in faith, & Loving your spouse are crucial biblical responsibilities (Matthew 19:3-9). 
3. Church/Community: 
Being part of a spiritual family, worshiping together, serving, & encouraging one another (Hebrews 10:24-25). 
4. Serving Others/Neighbor: 
Demonstrating God's Love by helping the poor, Loving enemies, & serving in ministry or your work (Matthew 22:39, Luke 14:12-14). 
5. Personal Growth & Integrity: 
· Developing Christ-like character (humility, forgiveness, honesty), maintaining health, & pursuing meaningful work/ministry. 
A. To Love & serve others (Colossians 3:12-15, John 13:34-35, Romans 12:6-8)
B. To live a life consistent with the scriptures & refrain from following the desires of our sinful nature. (Galatians 5:19-21, 1 Corinthians 6:12-20, Colossians 3:5-9)
C. To maintain the highest ethical standards in ministry & personal life. (1 Timothy 3:1-7, Titus 3:2-7)
D. To be examples of Christ in overall life – in speech, faith, Love, passion, & fire in the Holy Spirit (1 Timothy 4:12, 1 Thessalonians 4:7, Acts 1:8, John 20:21)
E. To keep oneself from sexual activity outside marriage & other forms of sexual misconduct.
F. To enjoy God, & each other, building each other up with encouraging speech & supportive actions. 
G. I agree to abstain from gossip, slander or from a critical attitude but rather step wholeheartedly into Kingdom living with my spirit, soul & body using the fruit of the spirit always!
